Symposium on “Medical-Social Collaboration — Insights from the Primary Healthcare Blueprint”
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The government has just released the “Primary Healthcare Blueprint” in December 2022, proposing policy recommendations
and objectives to improve the overall health status of the population, provide accessible and coherent primary healthcare
services. In the Blueprint, family doctor for all is the central theme, while medical social collaboration is an important element
as well. Over the decades, the HKCFP has been advocating that “Everyone should have a Family Doctor”, as Family Doctors
provide accessible continuing comprehensive whole-person patient-centred care to people of all ages and coordinate multi-
disciplinary care for people according to their needs throughout their life journey. The HKCSS has over 500 non-government
organizations as their agency member, that provide wide range of social services to all the people of Hong Kong.

Medical-Social Collaboration has been advocated for quite a while, but what is it, how it could help the primary care in Hong
Kong is unclear, particularly in the era after the Primary Healthcare Blueprint is released. In view of this, the HKCFP and the
HKCSS is going to co-organize a symposium entitled “Medical-Social Collaboration — Insights from the Primary
Healthcare Blueprint” on 17 March 2023 (Friday), inviting government officials, members of the Primary Healthcare
Development Steering Committee, professionals from the social service and healthcare sectors, to discuss on this important
issue. The symposium will also have a panel discussion session and would be conducted in Cantonese.
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
